He graduated
from the City’s Police Academy. During his life he was very involved in efforts to reduce
violence among our youth and prevent illicit drug abuse. He also helped to organized
neighborhood watch programs. His efforts were recognized by proclamation/letter by former
Governor Robb.

During his life, Lt Johnson was active in the NAACP and Phi Beta Sigma fraternity.
