PURPOSE: To authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to acceplt $9,421.44 from the Virgin-
ia Department of Health/Office of Emergency Medical Services and appropriate the same to the
Department of Fire and Emergency Services FY2019 Special Fund Budget.

REASON: The Virginia Department of Health/Office of Emergency Medical Services has
awarded a grant to the Richmond Depariment of Fire and Emergency Services through its
FY2019 Four-for-Life program that exceeds the amount that was appropriated for the Four-for-
Life program as part of the Ordinance adopting the FY2019 Special Budget, Ordinance number
2018-058 by $9,421.44.

RECOMMENDATION: The City Administration recommends adoption of this Ordinance.

BACKGROUND: The City receives Four-for-Life program funding from the Health/Office of
Emergency Medical Services for emergency medical services annually. As part of the FY2019
Special Fund Budget Ordinance adopting the Special Fund Budget, the Four-for-Life program
was appropriated $160,110. However, the actual amount of the Four-for-Life award was
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$169,531.44, which exceed the already appropriated by $9,421.44. As a result, authorization to
accept and appropriate the $9,421.44 over the already appropriated amount is required.

FISCAL IMPACT / COST: Additional revenue in the amount of $9,421.44 with no matching
funds requirement.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS: Acceptance of this award will allow the City of Richmond’s De-
partment of Fire and Emergency Services to further its goal of supporting local emergency ser-
vices aclivities,

BUDGET AMENDMENT NECESSARY: Yes to amend Special Fund Ordinance #2018-058

Your locality will be receiving the Fiscal Year 2018 “Four-For-Life” payment for
Emergency Medical Services (EMS) in the amount of $169.531.44 . These funds are for the
collection period March 1, 2017 through February 28, 2018.

Guidelines for the use of these funds are attached and are available on our website:
http://www.vdh.virginia.gov/content/uploads/sites/23/20 1 6/05/FourForLifeGuidelines.pdf . Prior
to distribution of these funds to the local government, this office must receive your Report of
Expenditures on last year's distribution. The total amount that must be reported for last year’s
distribution is annotated on the enclosed report.

The Four-For-Life program, as amended in 2000, stipulates that four additional dollars be
charged and collected at the time of registration of each passenger vehicle, pickup or panel truck.
The funds collected, pursuant to Section 46.2-694, Code of Virginia, shall be used only for
emergency medical services. The law further states that the Department of Health shall return
twenty-six percent (26%) of the registration fees collected to the locality wherein such vehicle is
registered to provide funding for:

I. Training of volunteer or salaried emergency medical service personnel of licensed, non-profit
emergency medical service agencies; or

2. The purchase of necessary equipment and supplies for licensed, non-profit emergency
medical service agencies.



It is important to recognize two clauses in the Four-For-Life legislation: (1) non-supplanting
funds and (2) failure to report the use of funds by any local governing body will result in funds
being retained. The Assistant Attorney General, at our request has offered the following
interpretation for use of the funds. "“Any funds received from Section 46.2-694 by a non-state
agency cannot be used to match any other funds derived from Section 46.2-694 by that same
non-state agency” Simply put, funds returned to localities cannot be used as the matching share
of any grants offered using Four-For-Life funds.

"Each local governing body shall report to the Board of Health on the use of Four-For-Life
Junds, which were returned to it.  In any case in which the local governing body grants the funds
to a regional emergency medical council to be distributed 1o licensed, non-prafit emergency
medical and rescue services, the local governing body shall remain responsible for the proper
use of the funds. If, at the end of any fiscal year, a report on the use of Four-For-Life funds for
that year has not been received from a local governing body, any funds due to that local
8overning body for the next fiscal year shall be retained until such time as the report has been
submitted to the board."
