Richmond Redistricting Criteria

Richmond Redistricting Criteria (Resolution # 2021-R084) were adopted by Council to be used in 

determining Richmond Voter Districts and are in compliance with state and federal law.

1. The 2021 Council redistricting plan shall fully comply with all relevant federal and state laws with 

regard to the protection of voting rights.

2. The 2021 Council redistricting plan should, to the extent feasible, avoid splits of voting precincts 

between the Council, School Board, state legislative and congressional election districts.

3. The 2021 Council redistricting plan should, to the extent feasible, maximize voter convenience 

and the effective administration of elections.

4. The 2021 Council redistricting plan should, wherever possible, preserve communities of interest 

as defined in section 24.2-304.4 of the Code of the Virginia (1950), as amended.

5. The 2021 redistricting plan should, if possible, consolidate smaller voting precincts so that the 

number of registered voters in each precinct is at least the statewide average.
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
