5. Revise Section 3(f) to read "Prior to the issuance of any building permit for the
Special Use, the establishment of up to five residential lots, and accompanying
conveyance to the City of a permanent nine-foot-wide public easement,
substantially as shown on the Plans, shall be accomplished by obtaining the
necessary approvals from the City and recording the appropriate plats and deeds
among the land records of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of the City of
Richmond."
