The City has made certain designations of overlay districts to protect the architectural 
character of neighborhoods. Residents and business located in Carver area have expressed 
their desires to protect of the character of that neighborhood and its history with a design 
overlay district codification.

Ward Neighborhood Plan), Richmond 300, and community meetings and discussions to 
preserve and publicize the history and character of the Carver area.
