I am writing to request, at a minimum, a delay in the proposed ordinance coming
before City Council from the Planning Commission to approve zoning for 20+
story buildings on W. Broad St adjacent to historic neighborhoods. This proposal
is in direct contravention of the limits specified in the Pulse Corridor Plan just
three years ago, after extensive public participation. Now the Planning
Commission is attempting to push through this questionable plan.  I strongly
object to the Planning Department Director’s assertion that the 20 story proposal
has been adequately discussed with our neighborhoods.
